Request from the Municipal Hospital 
At the municipal hospital, there are 19 diagnosis and treatment departments that perform surgery and medical examination 
according to the table below. 
Due to the lack of medical specialists nationwide, there are certain departments such as orthopedics, dental & oral surgery, etc. 
in the municipal hospital and are unable to perform a medical checkup if a letter of introduction is not obtained beforehand.  
However, most departments such as internal medicine, cardiovascular, etc. are able to perform a checkup in the mornings even 
without a letter of introduction. 
Most doctors conduct their medical examination and treatment, surgical or professional inspection for the inpatient in the 
afternoon, thus the medical consultation for outpatient is only in the morning. 
In addition, a 24 hours system throughout the year for emergency situation where people who were critically-ill are brought 
into the hospital by the ambulance. 
But for mild symptoms such as a cold, the checkup could be consulted on the next day, or if it is a holiday, please go to the 
Hikone emergency medical office (Hirata-cho 670, inside the Social Welfare Health Center) for checkup.
