a compound household.

Have you installed fire alarms yet? From June 1, 2011, the fire service requires by law that all houses be installed with fire 
alarms. 

Why are residential fire alarms necessary? 
Every year countless people are killed by residential fires.  The percentage of aged people who are killed by it is about 60 

percent. As the population of the elderly increases, the number of casualties may increase in the future. 
You need to know that a fire can start quicker than you think. 
    If a fire broke out in a room where no one was, or when you were sleeping, you might not be aware and it might be too late 

to escape. So you need to know now exactly how to escape.  Extinguish the fire, report to the fire department and reduce 
extensive damage in neighborhood.

    It is a tool to sense smoke and heat of a fire automatically and alert immediately. There is also a type of alarm, which 

senses not only fires but also gas leaks.  Most of them can be installed easily under ceilings or on the walls by nuts or 
hooks.
